SPIRITUAL STANDARDS
FOR THE
SCHOOL BOARD, FACULTY, AND STAFF MEMBERS

The Word of God gives general principles that the conscientious believer must, before God,
apply to specific situations. While the Board of Directors recognizes the freedom of conscience
of every Christian, it believes that in our present society the following specifics should be
observed and that their neglect would hinder the ministry and testimony of the School.

In addition to those things that are specifically commanded or forbidden by Scripture, each
Board Member, Administrator, Teacher, and Staff is expected to:

1. Develop a personal devotional life and cultivate a desire to do God’s will in all things.

2. Submit to the authority structure of the school and abide by the School’s dress code
when acting in an official capacity.

3. Faithfully attend and be committed to a local church that is doctrinally compatible with the
School’s Statement of Faith.

4. Abstain from the use of tobacco, alcoholic beverages, and illicit drugs, and teach such
abstinence to the students.

5. Strive to maintain a Christ-like image in all outside activities.

6. Manifest a spirit of concern for the conscience of others, rather than one’s own personal
liberty.

7. Comply with KCA’s Sexual Immorality Policy regarding all aspects of conduct and
behavior including sexual orientation.

The Board of Directors recognizes that it is impossible to construct a code of conduct that would
cover every aspect of human life and Christian responsibility. The Board further recognizes that
the legalistic keeping of the above guidelines is no substitute for daily submission to the Spirit of
God. It does believe, however, that the observance of these will avoid many unnecessary
conflicts and inconsistencies between the school and its constituency.

STATEMENT OF FAITH

The following has been adopted as the official doctrinal position of The King’s Christian
Academy. All Biblical instruction shall be in conformity to these commonly held doctrines of
historic Christianity. Denominational distinctives shall be left to the individual churches and shall
not be taught within the school.

e We believe in one God, Creator and Sustainer of all things-eternally existent in the three
persons: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

e We believe the Bible to be the only inspired, infallible, and authoritative Word of God.

e We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, in His virgin birth, in His sinless life, in His
miracles, and in His substitutionary and atoning death through His shed blood, in His bodily
resurrection, and in His Ascension to the right hand of the Father.

e We believe that the present ministry of the Holy Spirit is to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ, to
convict men, regenerate the believing sinner, indwell, guide, instruct, and empower the believer
for Godly living and service.

e We believe that man was created as a unigue being in the image of God to have dominion
over the earth, but man fell into sin and is, therefore, lost. Only through regeneration by the
Holy Spirit can salvation be obtained.

e We believe that the shed blood of Jesus Christ and His resurrection provide the only ground
for justification and salvation for all who believe, and only such as receive Jesus Christ are born
of the Holy Spirit, and thus become believers.

e We believe that the true church is composed of all such persons who, through saving faith in
Jesus Christ are born of the Holy Spirit, and thus become believers.

e We believe in the personal and imminent return of our Lord Jesus Christ and that this
blessed hope has a vital bearing on the personal life of the believer.

e We believe in the bodily resurrection of the dead; of the believer to everlasting blessedness
and joy with the Lord, of the unbeliever to judgment and everlasting punishment.
